Welcome/Housekeeping Items/Updates from Task Force Chair and Vice Chair

Chair Eric Magnuson welcomed the members and addressed housekeeping items. He also made
brief comments on the now-concluded legislative session.

Sen. Lourey. Rep. Liebling and Rep. Abeler each gave a legislative update and commented about
the process of bills relevant to the work of the Task Force.

Public Comment:

e Dennis Pearson spoke about MSOP and provided a handout; he sees it as preventive
detention and feels the standard of proof for commitment should be raised.

e Carol De Otis spoke and provided a handout; she views MSOP as not a treatment
program but a jail, and gives people no hope.

e Thomas Koepke spoke and said that the person he is mentoring (an MSOP client) is
doing much better.

e Thomas Evenstad called on the Task Force to support a moratorium on commitments
coming in (“close the intake valve”).

e Russ Lovaasen brought up changes this session for non-sex-offenders such as “ban the
box” that are looking at removing social penalties after a person has served his time.
